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| am delighted to report that 2005 was a highly successful year for New Zealand Canoe Polo but not without
its challenges, due in part to the number and scope of significant activities overseen by the Association and

also because of key personnel changes.

| took maternity leave from November 2004 to the end of October 2005 with the Executive Director position
being ably filled by Rosemary Wright. Rosemary not only handled admirably the daunting task of running as
the sole employee an organisation with which she had little previous involvement but also had to oversee the
introduction of a new board structure, the New Zealand Women'’s tour to Europe, the hosting of the Oceania
Championships, and squad management of the six New Zealand representative teams competing in the
Oceania competition. | would like to offer Rosemary sincere thanks on behalf of the membership for her

tireless efforts (many hours of which were unpaid) in the service of this organisation.

Fortunately Rosemary was supported by an experienced Executive Council with James Mitchell
(Competition), Sean Thomson (Refereeing), Rebecca Mitchell (Funding), and Phil Parry (Schools) continuing

their active and in many cases long standing involvement.

While the Executive remained largely constant, there were significant changes to the Board with the
implementation of a new governance structure. At the 2005 Annual General Meeting Phil Parry, Josie
Chesterman, Tonille Crombie, and Troy Lipsham were elected as the first directors of New Zealand Canoe
Polo. Subsequently the newly elected members appointed Richard Nelson to the Board. The new structure
replaces the old regional representative system and offers a structured approach to getting board members

with a complimentary skill set thereby promoting leadership and governance effectiveness in our sport.

As in previous years, competitions and squad activities have remained a key focus for the Association. The
first competition on the 2005 calendar was our Schools Championships held for the first time in Rotorua.
Special thanks to Jean Grattan for the significant amount of work she did to ensure this tournament ran
smoothly. The venue was particularly successful with the participating schools all encouraging us to take the

Championships to Rotorua in future years.

Once again our premier competition, the National League Champs, was run in the extended home and away
and finals tournament format. This marked three years using this format so participating clubs were invited to
undertake an evaluation of the competition. The outcome of this process is a new competition format being

introduced in 2006. Congratulations to Nemesis and Justice (both representing Burnside Canoe Polo Club)
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for their wins in the National League A women’s and open categories respectively (full results are detailed

later in the report).

Our final domestic competition, the Inter-Regional Championships were held at QEIl Aquatic Park in
Christchurch. As usual Central Region dominated the competition but added interest came from the
international teams using Inter-Regionals as a warm up tournament prior to the Oceania Champs also held in

Christchurch a few days later.

The 2™ Oceania Championships (first to be hosted in New Zealand) were a great success with teams
participating from Australia, New Zealand, and Japan. The home advantage came in to play for the NZ
teams helping us win the Julian Carter Memorial Trophy for the best overall country (previously won by
Australia in 2003). Special congratulations to members of the NZ Veterans Team and NZ Senior Women'’s
Team who placed first in their respective categories and thanks to the team coaches, managers, and

referees whose efforts all contributed to making this a highly successful event.

The New Zealand Women had a busy year also representing us at the inaugural World Games held in
Duisburg Germany. Only the top six men’s and women’s teams in the World were invited to attend the World
Games based on their results at the 2004
Canoe Polo World Championships. Our New
Zealand Women had a highly successful tour
getting their best  results to date against the
top four teams in the World. Unfortunately
despite good results at the World Games they
played off for 5"/6™ place, finishing 5". They
also had a great result at the Flanders Cup in
Belgium for a podium finish of 3" Special
thanks to Kris Worlledge (team manager) and
Stephen Gibson (team coach). Stephen has
made a huge commitment to the women’s squad having to travel from Melbourne for each training camp.
The improvement of the NZ women over the last two years has been considerable and we are very grateful

for the role Stephen has played in this.

Finally, 1 would like to acknowledge two groups which New Zealand Canoe Polo is dependent on to support
the delivery of our activities — the organisations providing funding support and our many volunteers. We were
fortunate to receive a significant amount of funding from a range of charities, trusts, and government
organisations that are acknowledged specifically later in this report. This funding has been used for a variety
of initiatives including national competitions, refereeing uniform, equipment, and squad activities. All of these

activities would not have been possible without the support of our dedicated volunteer base.
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A special thank you to the voluntary members of the Executive and the Board that give up their time for New

Zealand Canoe Polo and also to the players, coaches, managers, and parents who further the development
of the sport through their involvement.

League. 2005 proved to involve a hectic National League season with many weekends away and a great
deal of travel involved. The tournament style format adopted in 2006 should provide the Northern Region
and its club players with an opportunity to use the extra time available to help develop the region and field

stronger teams in the future.

1. Statement of Accounting Policies
Reporting Entity
New Zealand Canoe Polo Association Incorporated is an incorporated society registered under the

Incorporated Societies Act 1908. The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with
generally accepted accounting practice.

Measurement Base
The accounting principles recognised as appropriate for the measurement and reporting of
earnings and financial position on an historic cost basis are followed by the Association.

Specific Accounting Policies
The following specific accounting policies which materially affect the measurement of financial
performance and the financial position have been applied -
Accrual accounting is used to match expenses and revenues;
Accounts receivable are stated at their estimated net realisable value;
Assets costing less than $500 are expensed in the year of purchase. Fixed assets costing

$500 or more are valued at cost less aggregate depreciation. Depreciation is calculated on
a straight-line basis according to the estimated economic life:
